At Scene Traffic Crash/
Homicide Investigations

This is a Criminal Justice Standards & Train-
ing Commission Advanced Training Course,
and is approved for salary incentive or man-
datory retraining.

It is a necessity for any police officer who
investigates traffic accidents. The At-Scene
Traffic Accident and Traffic Homicide Investi-
gation Course takes the student far beyond
the report writing taught in basic traffic
accident investigation courses.

The student will learn the proper procedures
for measuring, scale diagramming, and taking
photos in order to identify and record physical
evidence and essential facts available only at
the accident scene. The student will also
learn to apply basic principles of physics and
mathematical equations to determine the drag
factor of a surface and to estimate vehicle
speed from skid marks and scuffmarks. To
reinforce understanding of the technical
concepts employed in traffic accident
investigation, the student will participate in
controlled experiments with skidding vehicles.
Finally, the student will learn the techniques
for preserving evidence, interviewing drivers
and witnesses, and preparing the case.

Upon successfully completing this course, the
student will have developed the competence
to conduct in-depth at-scene traffic accident
and traffic homicide investigations.
