The use of mountain (all-terrain) bikes for 
patrol duty is one of the fastest growing 
trends in law enforcement today.  Bike 
mounted officers are often able to          
approach suspects virtually unnoticed.   
Officers enrolled in this course are         
required to pass a written examination & 
demonstrate proficiency by successfully 
completing a ten mile police cyclist road 
test. 
 
 
All officers enrolled in this course 
must provide  their own high   
quality mountain bike that is in 
good mechanical order.  Murrays, 
Huffys, and Roadmaster-type     
bicycles are unacceptable. 

THIS IS AN EXTREMELY         
DEMANDING COURSE!          

Personnel just coming off an injury or 
light duty should not attempt this course.   
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Cone Course.  Will determine if the    
student has the very basic bicycle skills.  
The cone course will be one foot wider 
than what is taught during the class.  
The student must be able to ride through 
the cone course without “dabbing”, put-
ting a foot on the ground for balance.   
 
Five-mile ride. W ill determine overall 
fitness level.  It is a continuous five-mile 
ride at a sustained rate of 11-12 mph.  If 
the student cannot keep up with the   
formation, they do not pass.  The       
distance and speed is below the require-
ment for the group riding during the 
course.   
 
All  students must  have the following 
gear to participate in both the Prequalifi-
cation and the Course itself: 
1)  duty gear 
2) Helmet – must be Snell or ANSI    
                     approved 
3) protective Glasses – must be shatter 

proof; prescription glasses/sun 
glasses are OK 

4) bike gloves 
5)  water bottle 
6) mountain bike, equipped with tow 
clips or similar pedal retention devices, 
bike must be in good working order!
