Topics of instruction include: 
 
 
Training Liability And Ethics:  This block 
of instruction will focus on student aware-
ness of the liabilities attached to the trainer 
and their respective agencies. The student 
will be taught the basic concepts of civil and 
criminal liabilities under current codes and 
statutes related to high-risk training. They 
will also be exposed to the standards of 
care associated with criminal justice instruc-
tors and trainers. The student should realize 
the high litigation probabilities connected to 
criminal justice training. 
 
Lesson Plan Preparation And Use:  This 
block of instruction is designed to provide 
the student with knowledge of the purpose 
of lesson plans in the instructional process, 
how to develop student performance       
objectives, how to format lesson plans and 
how to use prepared lesson plans. 
 
Group Management:  The student will be 
exposed to the principles of managing    
student work in small groups.  They will 
study the difference in the roles of the     
instructor and facilitator when working with 
student groups. 
 
Learning Aids:  The student will be         
exposed to the benefits of learning aids to 
the instructional process. The student will 
learn how to make training aids to be used 
in the final presentation.
